      1      Now the Philistines 

were fighting against Israel, 

and the men of Israel fled from 

before the Philistines and fell 

slain on Mount Gilboa.

2 Sam 2:8-3:5 

      8      But Abner the son of 

Ner, commander of Saulôs ar-

my, had taken Ish-bosheth the 

son of Saul and brought him 

over to Mahanaim.  

      9      He made him king 

over Gilead, over the Ashu-

rites, over Jezreel, over 

Ephraim, and over Benjamin, 

even over all Israel.  

      10      Ish-bosheth, Saulôs 

son, was forty years old when 

he became king over Israel, and 

he was king for two years. The 

house of Judah, however, fol-

lowed David.  

      11      The time that David 

was king in Hebron over the 

house of Judah was seven years 

and six months.  

Civil War 

      12      Now Abner the son 

of Ner, went out from Maha-

 



 

 

naim to Gibeon with the ser-

vants of Ish-bosheth the son of 

Saul.  

      13      And Joab the son of 

Zeruiah and the servants of 

David went out and met them 

by the pool of Gibeon; and they 

sat down, one on the one side 

of the pool and the other on the 

other side of the pool.  

      14      Then Abner said to 

Joab, ñNow let the young men 

arise and hold a contest before 

us.ò And Joab said, ñLet them

      3      and his second, Chi-

leab, by Abigail the widow of 

Nabal the Carmelite; and the 

third, Absalom the son of Maa-

cah, the daughter of Talmai, 

king of Geshur;  

      4      and the fourth, Adoni-

jah the son of Haggith; and the 

fifth, Shephatiah the son of Ab-

ital;  

      5      and the sixth, Ithream, 

by Davidôs wife Eglah. These 

were born to David at Hebron.

      23      When Joab and all 

the army that was with him ar-

rived, they told Joab, saying,

      35      Then all the people 

came to persuade David to eat 

bread while it was still day; but 

David vowed, saying, ñMay 

God do so to me, and more al-

so, if I taste bread or anything 

else before the sun goes down.ò  

      36      Now all the people 

took note of it, and it pleased 

them, just as everything the 

king did pleased all the people.  

      37      So all the people and 

all Israel understood that day 

that it had not been the will of 

the king to put Abner the son 

of Ner to death.  

      38      Then the king said to 

his servants, ñDo you not know 

that a prince and a great man 

has fallen this day in Israel?  



 

 

      39      ñI am weak today, 

though anointed king; and 

these men the sons of Zeruiah 

are too difficult for me. May 

the LORD repay the evildoer

2 Sam 4:1-12 

      1      Now when Ish-

bosheth, Saulôs son, heard that 

Abner had died in Hebron, he 

lost courage, and all Israel was 

disturbed.  

      2      Saulôs son had two 

men who were commanders of 

bands: the name of the one was 

Baanah and the name of the 

other Rechab, sons of Rimmon 

the Beerothite, of the sons of 

Benjamin (for Beeroth is also 

considered part of Benjamin,  

      3      and the Beerothites 

fled to Gittaim and have been 

aliens there until this day).  

      4      Now Jonathan, Saulôs 

son, had a son crippled in his 

feet. He was five years old 

when the report of Saul and 

Jonathan came from Jezreel, 

and his nurse took him up and 

fled. And it happened that in 

 



 

 

her hurry to flee, he fell and 

became lame. And his name 

was Mephibosheth.  

      5      So the sons of Rim-

mon the Beerothite, Rechab 

and Baanah, departed and came 

to the house of Ish-bosheth in 

the heat of the day while he 

was taking his midday rest.  

      6      They came to the mid-

dle of the house as if to get 

wheat, and they struck him in 

the belly; and Rechab and Baa-

nah his brother escaped.  

      7      Now when they came 

into the house, as he was lying 

on his bed in his bedroom, they 

struck him and killed him and 

beheaded him. And they took 

his head and traveled by way of 

the Arabah all night.  

      8      Then they brought the 

head of Ish-bosheth to David at 

Hebron and said to the king, 

ñBehold, the head of Ish-

bosheth the son of Saul, your 

enemy, who sought your life; 

thus the LORD has given my 

lord the king vengeance this 

day on Saul and his descen-

dants.ò  

      9      David answered Re-

chab and Baanah his brother, 

sons of Rimmon the Beero-

thite, and said to them, ñAs the 

LORD lives, who has re-

deemed my life from all 

distress,  

      10      when one told me, 



 

 

saying, óBehold, Saul is dead,ô 

and thought he was bringing 

good news, I seized him and 

killed him in Ziklag, which was 

the reward I gave him for his 

news.  

      11      ñHow much more, 

when wicked men have killed a 

righteous man in his own house 

on his bed, shall I not now re-

quire his blood from your hand 

and destroy you from the 

earth?ò  

      12      Then David com-

manded the young men, and 

they killed them and cut off 

their hands and feet and hung 

them up beside the pool in He-

bron. But they took the head of 

Ish-bosheth and buried it in the 

grave of Abner in Hebron.

Philistines and subdued them; 

and David took control of the 

chief city from the hand of the 

Philistines.  

      2      He defeated Moab, 

and measured them with the 

line, making them lie down on 

the ground; and he measured 

two lines to put to death and 

one full line to keep alive. And 

the Moabites became servants 

to David, bringing tribute.  

      3      Then David defeated 

Hadadezer, the son of Rehob 

king of Zobah, as he went to 

restore his rule at the River.

about that David defeated the 

Philistines and subdued them 

and took Gath and its towns 

from the hand of the Philistines.

Hadadezer king of Zobah as far 

as Hamath, as he went to estab-

lish his rule to the Euphrates 

River.  

      4      David took from him 

1,000 chariots and 7,000 

horsemen and 20,000 foot sol-

diers, and David hamstrung all 

the chariot horses, but reserved 

enough of them for 100 cha-

riots.  

      5      When the Arameans of 

Damascus came to help Hada-

dezer king of Zobah, David 



 

 

for 100 chariots.  

      5      When the Arameans 

of Damascus came to help Ha-

dadezer, king of Zobah, David 

killed 22,000 Arameans.  

      6      Then David put garri-

sons among the Arameans of 

Damascus, and the Arameans 

became servants to David, 

bringing tribute.

      7      David took the shields 

of gold which were carried by 

the servants of Hadadezer and 

brought them to Jerusalem.
